ABSTRAK

Kagjian ini bertujuan untuk mengenal pasti konsep jiwa dalam lagu-lagu
Thiruvasagam, membandingkan persamaan dan perbezaan konsep jiwa antara teks
Thiruvasagam dan Thiruvarudpayan dan mengenal pasti konsep jiwa yang terbanyak
dalam teks Thiruvasagam yang dinyanyikan oleh Manikkavasagar pada abad ke-8.
Kgjian ini berasaskan kualitatif dan data-data untuk kajian ini telah dikumpulkan
melalui cara deskriptif dan analitik. Teori jiwa yang dibincangkan dalam teks
Thiruvarudpayan digunakan dalam kajian ini. Dapatan kajian menunjukkan bahawa
sebanyak 447 konsep jiwa terdapat dalam lagu Thiruvasagam. Sebanyak 9 konsep
jiwa menunjukkan persamaan dan 1 konsep jiwa menunjukkan perbezaan dalam
Thiruvasagam. Konsep Uyir.-Muuvakaiyinar iaitu sebanyak 149 paling banyak
digunakan dalam teks Thiruvasagam.- Implikasi ‘kagian menunjukkan penggunaan
konsep jiwa berasaskan Thiruvarudpayan dalam Thiruvasagam dapat memahami
kebenaran jiwa dan mengertikan kewujudan jiwa di bawah naungan Tuhan.

ABSTRACT

The study aims to identify the soul concepts in Thiruvasagam hymns, compare the
similarities and differences of the soul concepts between the texts of Thiruvasagam
and Thiruvarudpayan, and identify the prevalent soul concepts found in the
Thiruvasagam texts sung by Manikkavasagar in the 8th century. This study is based
on qualitative analysis and the data for this study have been collected through
descriptive and anaytical methods. The soul theory put forward in the
Thiruvarudpayan text is used for this study. The findings show that 447 soul concepts
are found in the Thiruvasagam hymns. A total of 9 soul concepts show equality and 1
soul concept shows the difference in Thiruvasagam. The concept of the Soul being of
three types occurs - in . 149 places in the Thiruvasagam text. The implications of the
research showed that the soul concepts of Thiruvarudpayan found in Thiruvasagam
can greatly enhance the understanding the reality of the soul within the realm of God.
