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Abstract

“Expressionist” drama is different from traditional realistic drama. It has features
like anti-conflict, anti-logical structure and shows the inner state of the characters.
Therefore, in the process of expressionist drama teaching, it is necessary to highlight
the characteristics of “dramatic” and “stylistic”. Here, we will take Singapore’s
national treasure Kuo Pao Kun’s dramas “Kopi Diam” and “The Silly Little Girl and
the Funny Old Tree” as examples to discuss the stylistic features and teaching strategy
for expressionist drama to promote the effective teaching.
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
